On May 2th, 1288, the clty deeded to Bt. Bev. laurise ¥,
Turke 18,34 acree for 345.80. Freswmbly the city cid not get
the full 20 acres from the United Ztates Govermment. On Hov..
2drd, 1903, ¥ost Rev. John J. Esane and Bt. Hev. Hency Cozgrove,
ag adpinietratoras of the epiate of Ht. Nev. Thomss Lenihan,
transferred thic property to the Chorch of 5t. dary. These
foets were secured from the records of the Court fowse. Father
HeGoldriek died in UCheyenne of Tuberculosis but was buried in
Cmeadi

Hev. John Jennetie next suicea the ueetinies of the pariah
from December, 1877 4o Auzust 4ih, 1B878. He laid the founcation
of the brick churchk om the propsrty purchased by Father HoGold-
Tick, and the pecond ohurch like the first was dedicoted under
the mironsge of She Jobn the Baplist. The fumilies of tie
conigregetion at thie time pumbered from L0 to 75, and the only
railroad in Cheyenne bepices the Uniom Pacific was o spur to
Foulder and Donover, knowm as the Coloracvo Central. A1l
comunigation with the country to the nortlh wop by stage.
Ipring hde incumbensy at Cheyenne Fr. Jenneite orected & church
at Sldney, Hebraeke, but wap later civen charpe of the nowly
createc parlsh of 5%, Palrick, Omeda, which he zerved for &
number of years, beloved by evervone. For the lést two Ceoades
of kis life he served ag Chaplain at $i. Joseph's Hoapital,

Rev, John Eayes succeaded Fr. Jenpelie as pastor and
governed the porish wp to Noverper l8fh, 1888. Iurin: the first
Yyear he was assisted by Rev. Folm T. lee. The church begun by
bis predopessor wae tropsrt to compgleiion and solemnly dedicated
iy May, IB7R by Very.Rev. D. I. Eclerwoll, S. 4., the Blshop
&% the time Leing present at the cediemtion ol St. FPatrick's
Cathedral, ¥ew Tork. The other cler ymen in attendance were
deve. Hugh Commineky, . F. Caesidy, Zandel Hnyes zng the
Tastor. Father Holermobt$ proached in the morning on faith and
in the evening on the Bledded fecrament. Father Hayes cled
Hov. 18th, 1882 aml vas buried in Cheyemme. DTuring Fr. Haves'
rastorate & supciantlal orick perochianl residence was budlt
sujoining the church.

Hev. Francis J. Eugnnt wes in charge iros lov. 20tk, 1882
to June 20th, 1B886. He staried a porachiel school shick =wmp
Ltomporarily located in the old frume clmryeh, anl placed it
tifder the direction of the Sisters of tie Holy Opild Jasus. It
e ghortly moved to the new prick bullding erscied for that
purpose at the rear of the phurch- He also =zecured the aplendia
school property ascjeining tle State Capiiol anc superiniended

Hev. George J. Bryant served as paslor from Lecember, 1900
to January, 1902; he wag then pent to Ousper, where he built a
frame parsckial residence. He iz now scsistant at 8%, fpustine's
ghurecn, Oaklsnd, California.

Rev. Hichael A. Kennedy served the parish from Eay, 1903
Lo Decemher, 1903. He held other charzges in the cliocese, and
ddied in 1911, pastor of Heock Syrings.

Rev. Jomes A. Dutfy was in charge Trom ¥®emoer, 1504 to
April, 1€1%. He was of invilusble areistance Lo Hishop Keane,
during whose administration whe new catlodral and fiishop's
houce were erected. After the opening of thie new cathedral a
wipgion was conducted by the Peulist Fathers of New York City.
Tather 'uffy's splendid work was recogmizoc by hip ecclesiastical
superiors, end he was appointed bighop of the newly erected see
of Kesrney, Hebracka, January, 18910.
